Domiciliary of origin is defined as the applicant’s country of legal and permanent residency prior to the deadline of this call. It does not alter as they progress through their academic career. For example, an Indian person that comes to Ireland two weeks prior to commencing a higher education course will be coded as Indian for the duration of their studies. While their nationality is Indian and their correspondence address is in Ireland, their country of legal and permanent residence is still India.

3. Have you already received a Government of Ireland International Education Scholarship?
